A small number of Hedi1•eval sherds were examined in thin section 

as part of the current Scarborough ware petrological project. The 

brief petrological notes which follow should be used in conjunction 

with the two previous DOE reports on this subject.

Both sherds contain frequent inclusions of quartz grains with 

some felspar, liMestone, quartzite and sandstone. Quite different 

from Scarborough Phase I and II fabrics.

Texturally there are 

similarities between these sherds.and Scarborough ware Phase II. 

It is too early in the programme of analysis to do more than 

draw.attention to the apparent similarities in fabric of the two 

wares, and more work needs to be done before firm conclusionB can 

be reached.
